Combined Classes:

Second and third grade will be combined this school year. Students will receive individualized reading instruction on their level in a three pronged approach - Each grade level will utilize our basal reading series which follows TN state standards for skills students need to master.   Classroom and school library books will be provided on individual reading level as determined by Star testing, and Scholastic's Mini-Books will be used to teach smaller group individualized reading focusing more on student's personal goals.  Math and Language Arts will be separated by grade level and combined only by topic, should the lessons coincide with one another.  Students will move into 3rd grade History/Science following the 2nd grade curriculum they mastered last year. 
Child-care services:
Before-school and after-school care is available via our Student Services Program.  Drop off begins at 6:30 am.  All children must be retrieved by 6:00 pm.  Students arriving before 8 am must report to the ECE, as well as those remaining after 3:35 pm.  A fee of $2 per 30 minutes applies.
